Congressional Committees  

Most of the research, investigation and public hearings in Congress take place in committees 
and subcommittees. Committees and subcommittees generally fall into one of four categories: 
appropriations, authorization, budget and investigation. Both the House and Senate have 
standing and select committees. Each committee has jurisdiction over certain subject areas, 
and all actions affecting that particular area of the law are referred to the committee with 
jurisdiction. Committees consider only a few bills from the vast number introduced. 
Committees frequently overlap; more than one committee can consider an issue and 
jurisdiction controversies can occur.
